A. Application Procedures

1. Please read the brochure carefully before filling the Application Form.

2. The Royal Roads University (RRU) MBA Hong Kong course commences in March and September.  Application for
admission can be made all the year round.  Candidates admitted can opt to start their study in the nearest semester
or the semester at their earliest convenience.

3. Return the completed Application Form, together with a crossed cheque for HK$1,500 made payable to “Royal Roads
University, Hong Kong Center” for the non-refundable Application Fee to The Hong Kong Management Association,
16/F, Tower B, Southmark, 11 Yip Hing Street, Wong Chuk Hang, Hong Kong.

B. Enrolment Procedures

1. The University will notify the applicants by letter or e-mail upon receipt of the application.

2. Applications will be assessed by, and admission decisions will be made at the discretion of, the Royal Roads University.

3. Tuition fee payment for the first unit is due one month before the commencement of the study.  Details about the
first payment will be notified by the RRU Hong Kong Center together with the official Letter of Acceptance.

D. Tuition Fee and Other Fees

1. Non-refundable Application Fee: HK$1,500 to be
payable upon application.

2. Tuition Fee for the entire program: HK$82,000, to be
payable in 4 instalments of HK$20,500 each.

3. Organizational Consulting Project (OCP) supervision
fee: HK$4,000 to be payable on completion of the Part
1 of study.

4. Graduation fee: HK$850, to be payable on completion
of the program.  Should graduating students attend the
graduation ceremony at the home university, the
expenses for the travel between Hong Kong and
Canada for food and lodging during that period will be
borne by students.
